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Course Description:

[bookmark: _Hlk110177460][bookmark: _Hlk110196630]This course develops theological expressions of the Unification message in the context of Christian theology, on topics such as the meaning of theology, the interpretation of the Bible, faith and reason, God’s nature, the Trinity, creation, God’s suffering, the human fall, theodicy, the person of Jesus, the mission of Jesus, providential history, life after death and eschatology. From the perspective of the Unification message, the course addresses those Christian theological issues and problems which may not have been completely addressed yet. It thus enhances the ability to explain the Unification message in dialogue with Christian theologians, clergy and lay people. At the same time, it shows that Unification theology often benefits from Christian theology for its self-clarification and self-understanding. 3 credits.

Learning Outcomes:  Upon the completion of the course, the student will be able to:

1. Know the meaning of theology in general and of Unification theology in particular as a finite yet important enterprise which could reach universality though faith, humility and love.
2. Illustrate how the Unification message can be expressed in Christian context on various theological topics. 
3. Demonstrate how Unification theology can address difficult Christian theological issues and problems which may not have been completely addressed yet.
4. Develop the ability and skill to explain the Unification message in dialogue with theologically trained Christian theologians, clergy and lay people.
5. Explain how Unification theology can also benefit from Christian theology for its own self-clarification and self-understanding.

Requirements:
								 			
1. Watch the weekly “video lecture” on Monday or as soon as possible during the week.
2. Read the weekly required reading(s).
3. Submit the “Weekly Assignment” by Sunday night.
4. Participate in the weekly “Discussion Forum” by Sunday night.
5. Write a term paper (10 to 12 pages typed, double-spaced) on a particular Unification theological topic, developing your theological expression using some of the Christian theological terminology as a Unificationist, so that you may be able to more effectively convey the Unification message on that topic to Christian audiences, and/or even be able to address any difficult theological issue or problem surrounding that topic that may not have been completely addressed yet in the Christian tradition. (If you are not a Unificationist, you may choose to write a term paper developing your own effective way of conveying your faith tradition on a particular topic to Unification audiences, using some of the Unification terminology.) Due by the end of the semester.

Evaluation: The student will be graded on the basis of:

1. “Weekly Assignment” (3.4 x 15 = 51%)
2. Weekly “Discussion Forum” (27%)
3. Term paper (22%)

Grading Rubric:

In calculating the final grade for the course, letter grades for assignments are converted into the following numerical equivalents, and the total is then converted back to a letter grade:

Plagiarism and Academic Integrity Policy:

Each student's work is expected to be a product of his or her own effort. Plagiarism is a form of dishonesty that occurs when a student passes off someone else's work as their own.  Plagiarism in its most severe form occurs when a student purchases a paper from a third party or submits an entire body of work written by a third party, as the student’s own. These most serious cases can be reported to the Office of the Provost for disciplinary action. Possible actions include probation, suspension, or dismissal/separation from HJI.

Cutting and pasting material from various websites without citing the source of said material also constitutes plagiarism, as is a failure to cite sources in a paper, conveying the impression, intentionally or not, that another writer’s work is the student’s own. In these cases of plagiarism, the instructor may give the student an “F” for the offending assignment, require that the student repeat the assignment, or if the plagiarism continues, give the student an “F” for the course.  A pattern of such behavior may be reported to the Office of the Provost. It can lead to serious consequences as listed above.

Use of generative artificial intelligence (AI) tools like ChatGPT in assignments is permitted only with prior permission of the instructor. If the instructor permits students to use AI for research, students should know that it may give false results and its facts need to be checked and verified. Any passages generated by AI must be given proper citation, just as for citing other authors’ works. In addition, students must append a paragraph at the end of their work explaining how and why they used ChatGPT, which includes what prompts were used and what measures were taken to verify its accuracy. Students may not use AI to produce the content for an assignment. If an AI tool is used without obtaining prior permission and/or without providing the required citation or explanation, it will be treated as plagiarism.

Faculty reserve the right to use plagiarism detection software, such as Turnitin, to find instances of AI-generated writing, as well as plagiarism from other sources, in student assignments.
